The season got off to a slightly later start, with a delayed and 
slow bud break. The end of harvest found yields were down 
quite a bit across the region, with later-ripening red varieties 
showing good concentration, excellent quality and vibrant 
character.

Aromatics lead with plum and black current, followed by vanilla 
and slightly spicy oak. Full and broad on the palate, with 
balanced acid and tannin,  with chocolate and toasty oak on the 
finish.
