The vineyard is 

on a low ridge in the Petaluma Wind Gap, a low spot in the Sonoma 

Coast Range that allows a constant cool flow of air directly from the 

Pacific Ocean. Well-draining White Rhyolite Volcanic Ash soils prevail in 

the vineyard allowing the earthiness of our favorite Pommard and 777 

clones to shine.
