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Aromatics of cedar, spice and black currant. A generous mid palate with 
succulent chocolate cherry, and strawberry. Lingering finish with a touch
of tobacco and leather. 

Pair THE Zin with grilled pork chops or red sauced pasta dishes. 

In general, 2019 was a later harvest with light to average yields compared to 
recent years but showing high quality. A cool Spring was followed by a 
moderate Summer. A heat spike in mid-August kicked off harvest and while 
Zinfandel is usually the last to come in, most all was picked before the middle 
of October.
